Please do
not “drop” your child off and come back. All AR test must be taken before school starts.

Students will be recognized
for AR reading during the week of August 16" in morning assembly.

When school starts in August your teacher will do “in-class” activities based upon these books. Be sure
to give some thought to the plot, characters, conflict, theme and setting so you will be ready to be an
active part of the discussion. If you like the book you have read consider checking out the author’s web
site to find more books that you may enjoy.

All books are available through your local public library. The books from the Louisiana Young Readers
Choice 2011 list are popular and will be more difficult to find on the library shelves. If you do check
these out from the Library please be sure to return them in a timely manner so others may enjoy them as
well. You may also purchase the books from your favorite bookseller.
